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A New Subspecies of 「recﾍzama  exz/z
(Coleoptera, Trechinae)1)

T,,echiama exilis S. UENo (1983, p 70, figs. 1-3 ; 1985, p 73, pl. 14, fig. 3) is an isolated
species tentatively placed in the group of T. ohshima1. It is upper hypogean, so far known
only from a small hill in Takamatsu City at the northeastern corner of the Island of Shikoku.
To the west of this hill beyond the Goto-gawa River, there is a larger hill whose northern part
js called Goshiki-dai. It is at the western side of this hill that a new discovery was made by
Mr. Masaaki SAToU.

The trechine beetle from this new locali ty seems also to belong to T ext 11s, but is evident-
ly different from the Takamatsu specimens in the shape of the prothorax. In this short article,
I am going to describe it as a new grographica1 race of the species. I am much indebted to
Mr. Masaaki SATou for his kindness in submitting his collection to me for taxonomic study.

and longer apical lobe of aedeagus. Head as in the nominotypica1 subspecies. Pr onot um

somewhat larger and more regularly cordate than in the nominotypica1 subspecies, wi th the
sides more strongly arcuate in 「rent, more deeply sinuate at about two-ninths from base, and
then either subpara11el or slightly divergent towards hind angles, which are obviously less
sharp than in the nominotypica1 subspecies due mainly t o absence of dis tinct l ater al emar -

ginations of basal border; front angles slightly advanced; base almost straight or slightly ob-
lique at the sides, not distinctly emarginate inside hind angles; PW/HW 1 33-1.37 ( M I 35),
PW/PL 1.10-1.17 (M 1.14), PW/PA t 41-1.47 (M I 45), PW/PB 138-1.46 (M I 43), PB/PA
099-1.07 (M 1.02). Elytra as in the nominotypica1 subspecies, but the prehumera1 borders
are slightly more oblique and the basal portion of stria 5 is less deeply impressed; EW/PW
1.50-1.58 (M I 56), EL/EW 162-1.66 (M I 64).   Aedeagus more distinctly curved ventrad
at the basal part, and with longer apical lobe which is narrower and slightly arcuate ventrad
in lateral view.

Notes. The type locality is situated near the southwestern edge of Goshiki-dai about
8.6 km west by north of Suribachi-dani on lwaseo-yama, the only known locality of the
nominotypica1 subspecies. The type specimens were dug out from a scree at the side of a

gully, which flows northwest into the Ohmi-gawa River.
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
